FILM FESTIVAL REVIEW; Ode to a Director Who Dared to Be Dreadful

"Ed Wood," Tim Burton's very good film about a very bad film maker, has a cheerful defiance that would surely have appealed to Orson Welles, who was Ed Wood's hero. Late in the film, Welles appears (played deftly by Vincent d'Onofrio, who really looks like him) to advise Wood that independence is everything and that an artist's visions are worth fighting for. Mr. Burton, currently Hollywood's most irrepressible maverick, has taken that credo to heart. 

So here is the Z-movie ethos of Edward D. Wood Jr., as filtered through the dark wit and visual brilliance of Mr. Burton. Two questions immediately present themselves: Who and why? To answer the first, Ed Wood was a director working on the outermost fringes of Hollywood in the 1950's. He made the kind of science-fiction film that used Cadillac hubcaps for flying saucers. 

He's best remembered for the transcendent tackiness of "Plan 9 From Outer Space" and for "Glen or Glenda," which achieved midnight movie notoriety for its story about a man who loved wearing angora sweaters. Ed Wood played that role himself, and he played it from the heart. 

Even allowing for the special ineptitude of the Wood oeuvre, or for Wood's habit of turning up in full drag to do his directing, it would take more to explain Mr. Burton's fascination with this subject. Wood was also a dauntless guerrilla film maker, assembling his own band of outsiders as a stock company and using anything or anyone he could commandeer for the film-making process. 

His daring deserves to be legendary: he made films on a shoestring, raised funds by hook or by crook, and really did steal a fake octopus for use in a scene with Bela Lugosi, who had to wrestle with the thing in a shallow pool of water (as depicted in "Ed Wood"). He also lovingly resurrected the aging Lugosi, rescuing him from oblivion just as Mr. Burton rescues Ed Wood today. 

Ed Wood eventually descended into terminal sleaze, drinking himself to death, writing books with titles like "Death of a Transvestite Hooker" and making hard-core porn like "Necromania," which depicts oral sex in a coffin. So the biggest surprise about "Ed Wood" is that it manages to be a sweet, sunny mainstream comedy, with its kinkiness reduced to the level of a joke. There is, for instance, the moment when Ed Wood's girlfriend, Dolores Fuller (Sarah Jessica Parker), asks: "Where's my pink sweater? I can never seem to find my clothes any more." Angora-loving Ed Wood (Johnny Depp) says nothing but looks guiltily at the camera. 

Mr. Depp isn't best known as a comic actor, but he gives a witty and captivating performance, bringing wonderful buoyancy to this crazy role. He captures all the can-do optimism that kept Ed Wood going, thanks to an extremely funny ability to look at the silver lining of any cloud. " 'The soldiers' costumes are very realistic,' " he exclaims early in the film, reading aloud the nicest line in a review of one of Wood's plays. "That's positive!" 

"Ed Wood" has devilish fun revisiting the scenes of Wood's many cinematic crimes, depicting with glee and accuracy the horrible conditions under which his films were made. George Weiss (Mike Starr), who distributed Wood's films in extremely out-of-the-way places, gives the director a motto of sorts when he says: "Shoot whatever baloney you want. Just make sure it's seven reels long." 

And Ed Wood himself, happily exclaiming, "That was perfect!" after any bad shot, is seen directing his cast in typical laissez-faire fashion. "You're upset -- no, no, you're not that upset," he tells an actor who accidentally walks into a door. 

"Ed Wood" is in love with bad-movie high jinks, and with nutty, improvisatory film making as an antidote to the antiseptic slickness of today. But its real heart is in the Wood-Lugosi friendship. The aging vampire star, played with hilarious crankiness by an outstandingly fine Martin Landau, becomes a poignant figure even at his most bizarre. (Early in the film, Lugosi is seen at home in full cape and regalia, watching "Dracula" on television and holding a chihuahua in each hand.) Through all the humor about Lugosi's histrionics, and through pathos about his drug addiction, Mr. Burton's respect and admiration are unmistakable. 

When it comes to respect, "Ed Wood" pays homage with loving re-enactments of authentic Wood movie scenes and with actors who look uncannily like members of Wood's freakish troupe. (A closing credit notes that Tor Johnson, the bald, hulking wrestler played here by George "The Animal" Steele, achieved "greatest fame as a best-selling Halloween mask.") Though the real Wood scenes looked starkly awful, "Ed Wood" is an unobtrusively gorgeous black-and-white film (expertly shot by Stefan Czapsky, Mr. Burton's usual fine cinematographer) with a wide range of striking visual effects. 

If "Ed Wood" has a major failing, it's the lack of momentum. Wood's career had nowhere to go, and to some extent the film (written by Scott Alexander and Larry Karaszewski, based on Rudolph Grey's enterprising biography of Wood) has the same problem. Still, Mr. Burton has no trouble holding his audience's attention with incomparable Wood antics like the group baptism of his "Plan 9 From Outer Space" cast. That film's financing came from the Baptist Church of Beverly Hills and church officials insisted on both baptism and the removal of "Grave Diggers" from the original title. 

One cast member is John (Bunny) Breckinridge, played by a delightfully demure Bill Murray in a suit, lipstick and pearls. Mr. Murray's slyest moment comes during the filming of "Plan 9," when he wonders whether he ought to wear antennas on screen. 

"No!" exclaims Ed Wood. "You're the ruler of the galaxy! Show a little taste." 

"Ed Wood" is to be shown tomorrow at 9 P.M. and midnight as part of the New York Film Festival. It opens commercially in New York and Los Angeles on Wednesday. 

"Ed Wood" is rated R (Under 17 requires accompanying parent or adult guardian). It includes mild profanity and wild cross-dressing.

Movie Trivia 
· During the bar scene with Wood, Orson Welles ('Vincent D'Onofrio (I)' ) complains of having to make a film with Charlton Heston cast as a Mexican, a reference to Touch of Evil (1958).

· Conrad Brooks, one of Wood's regulars as an actor, is both a character (portrayed by Brent Hinkley) and an actor (playing the bartender in the bar where Wood meets Orson Welles).

· In a scene with Wood and Dolores, the camera angle, showing the ceiling is similar to a scene in Citizen Kane (1941). In the very next scene Ed stands in front of a poster for Citizen Kane (1941).

· Johnny Depp's (Ed Wood) Hollywood home overlooking his nightclub "The Viper Room" was previously owned by Bela Lugosi.

· This film cost more to produce than all of Edward D. Wood Jr.'s films put together.

· It has been estimated that the opening title/credit sequence cost more (in unadjusted dollars) than the entire budget of any of the real Edward D. Wood Jr.'s films.

· Cameo: [Gregory Walcott] who appeared in Ed Wood's original film Plan 9 from Outer Space (1959) plays the potential backer who introduces Johnny Depp's character of Ed Wood to Vampira.

· Jeffrey Jones's monologue at the beginning of the film is a play on Criswell's monologue from Plan 9 from Outer Space (1959).

· The first (and, by 2003, the only) Tim Burton film not to feature a score by Danny Elfman.

· Michael Lehmann was originally set to direct. Tim Burton was approached to produce and wanted to direct the film as well, but only if this could be his next project instead of Mary Reilly (1996), which he was set to officially sign on to in days. A first treatment of this script was written in six days and Burton accepted. Lehmann moved on to direct Airheads (1994).

· Wood's line, "They're driving me CRAZY! These Baptists are stupid. Stupid. STUPID!" is modeled on a line from Wood's film Plan 9 from Outer Space (1959), in which Eros says "Your stupid minds! Stupid! Stupid!"

· Criswell (Jeffrey Jones) narrates the film from a coffin, just as the actual Criswell did in Edward D. Wood Jr.'s film Night of the Ghouls (1959).

· The producers requested that Jim Myers (billed as George "The Animal" Steele) submit an audition on video for his role as Tor Johnson. Myers made a comedy short and sent that to the producers. A second audition tape was requested. Myers' wife produced and directed the second audition tape which used dialog from the script. Myers was hired for the role and he used his professional wrestling moniker "George 'The Animal' Steel" in the credits.

· Jim Myers (billed as George 'The Animal' Steele) worked with a dialog coach for three weeks to recreate Tor Johnson's Swedish accent.

· Jim Myers was given heavy shoes with extra weight to help recreate the lumbering walk of the real Tor Johnson.

· The sweeping music during the epilogue is based on the music from Glen or Glenda (1953).

· Johnny Depp has said that his characterization of Edward D. Wood Jr. was a mixture of "the blind optimism of Ronald Reagan, the enthusiasm of the Tin Man from The Wizard of Oz (1939) and Casey Kasem."

· The first costumes Colleen Atwood designed for Edward D. Wood Jr. were his drag wardrobe.

· Unhappy with Vincent D'Onofrio, Tim Burton had his voice dubbed by Maurice LaMarche.

· The musical cue when Ed is repeatedly watching the film clip of Lugosi smelling the flower is an adaptation of the 2nd Act theme from Swan Lake by 'V Tchaikovsky' , as adapted for the Main Title of Bela Lugosi's Dracula (1931/I) by Heinz Roemheld. It was also used as the Main Title for Boris Karloff's original The Mummy (1932)

· In this film, the footage of Lugosi picking a flower is filmed by Ed outside Lugosi's own house. In reality, the house was Tor Johnson's.

· One story claims that the decision to film in black and white was made because no one could decide how Bela Lugosi should look filmed in color.

· Martin Landau's face had to be painted unnaturally white in order for the black-and-white film stock to record it properly.

Movie Goofs

· Factual errors: When Orson Welles refers to "casting Charlton Heston as a Mexican", this is factually inaccurate. Heston was cast in the film, believing that Welles was going to direct it. Welles got the role of director only to please the star of the picture.

· Factual errors: Bela says he hasn't "worked in four years" when in fact he had made two films, Mother Riley Meets the Vampire (1952) and Bela Lugosi Meets a Brooklyn Gorilla (1952).

· Continuity: When Bela's morphine addiction becomes apparent, he starts rolling down and buttoning his sleeves so he can put his coat on. He only rolls down the right cuff. The next time the camera is on him, his left sleeve is rolled down, buttoned, and his coat is on. There was not enough time between to accomplish this task.

· Factual errors: There are numerous other inaccuracies between the movie portrayals and the biographies of the various people involved.

· Miscellaneous: At the premiere of "Bride of the Monster", a man can be heard shouting "Mr. Landau!"

· Continuity: Lugosi's two dogs disappear and reappear in his lap while he and Ed are watching Vampira's movie.

· Continuity: During both scenes where Ed Wood is resting on the bench at the sanitarium, the same car drives down the street as seen through the window in the back.

· Continuity: In a screening room, Ed calls back to the projectionist to show the footage again. At which point, the projector (the same projector) immediately restarts although the film has not been rewound and rethreaded.

· Factual errors: Ed Wood is depicted as the first to approach pro-wrestler The Super Swedish Angel (Tor Johnson) about appearing in movies. In fact, the real Tor Johnson had been appearing in numerous films since the 1930s.

· Miscellaneous: The film depicts the premiere of "Plan Nine From Outer Space" as taking place at the famous Pantages Theatre in Hollywood. The preview was actually held at the Carlton Theatre in Los Angeles.

· Continuity: Dolores' hairdo changes between the time of her fit at the party and the time she's outside and Ed is running after her.

· Anachronisms: At Boardner's in 1948, when Ed's play is reviewed, a 1955 Chevrolet is parked at the front door.

· Continuity: When Ed is shooting his last footage of Lugosi outside of his house, when the camera is on Lugosi there is a walkway, but when the camera is on Ed, there isn't one. This is only visible in the fullscreen version.

· Anachronisms: The sign on the "Screen Classics" building is designed in the Chicago font, which was designed by Apple Computer in 1983, thirty years after the film takes place.

· Anachronisms: A 1956 Nash Rambler Station Wagon goes in the opposite direction on the way to Bela Lugosi's house in 1952.

· Anachronisms: Although "Glen Or Glenda" was made in 1953, both a 1955 and 1956 Ford can be seen in the background while they're shooting the film, as well as a 1956 Dodge, and other late-'50's cars.

· Factual errors: As a sight gag, during the premiere of _Plan 9 From Outer Space (1959)_ , Tor Johnson is shown sitting with his wife and two very chubby children. In reality, by the time "Plan 9" was made, Tor's son, Karl, was an adult working as a police officer. Karl had supplied the uniforms and police car for the production of "Plan 9 From Outer Space".

· Continuity: Dolores hits Ed on the left side of his head for accepting Loretta, but Ed subsequently has an ice pack on the right.

· Anachronisms: When Ed Wood first meets Bella Lugosi they are shown in a convertible and as they are driving you can see very modern, steel high tension utility poles along with mercury vapor street lamps that were not in common usage until at least the late 1960s.
