The Moral: Be Careful of Aliens

If there's anything Tim Burton ought to know, it's exactly how a mean little Martian disguised as a seven-foot Barbie would slither mechanically into the White House, trying to lure Earthlings to their doom. Mr. Burton does get this right in ''Mars Attacks!'' (with Lisa Marie looking wonderfully spooky as the Trojan space babe), but it's one of the rare occasions when his star-filled, prankish new film doesn't misfire. 

Having done a dazzling job of celebrating the no-budget resourcefulness of the 1950's schlockmeister Ed Wood, Mr. Burton now shows why money isn't everything. Here at his disposal are clever special effects, darling Martians, loads of talent and a genre (fleabag sci-fi) that is tailor-made for his satirical talents. Yet here, too, is a screenplay (by Jonathan Gems) based on old Topps bubble gum cards, which makes for a definite lack of connective tissue. ''Mars Attacks!'' is just a parade of scattershot gags, more often weird than funny and most often just flat. 

Mr. Burton doesn't even have a movie until his aliens arrive, greeted by a red carpet and a ''Welcome to Earth'' sign. Up to that point, ''Mars Attacks!'' has been spinning its wheels while it introduces its earthbound cast. Supposedly the man in charge is Jack Nicholson, who makes an amazingly hammy and humorless President of the United States (and plays a needless extra role as a rhinestone cowboy in Las Vegas). Glenn Close is funnier as a First Lady who fumes about letting space aliens use the Van Buren china. 

Natalie Portman also has a few good moments as the sulky First Daughter, who is curled up with a copy of ''Siddhartha'' as the Martians draw near. Most everyone else on Earth (including a trashy Midwestern family that becomes instrumental in saving the planet thanks to Grandma, played by Sylvia Sidney) seems to be watching television. 

Points of comparison: while the similarly themed (and much snappier) ''Independence Day'' simply blew up the White House, Mr. Burton would rather send Martians inside the building to find this First Lady looking awful in curlers. Also, rather than nuke New York, Los Angeles and Washington, Mr. Burton prefers picturesque blasts at Las Vegas, which is this film's kind of town. 

Among those at the casinos are Annette Bening as a charmingly flaky New Ager who sees the invasion in terms of global karma; Danny DeVito as a crass gambler; Jim Brown as a sluggish ex-boxer who's now paid to dress as a Pharaoh, and Tom Jones as a guy who can sing ''It's Not Unusual'' with backup singers from any planet. (When these actors and several others flee the Martians together, Mr. Jones has a chivalrous hand on a good-looking actress in just about every shot.) Back in Washington, Pam Grier briefly plays a bus driver married to Mr. Brown and represents one of the film's many wasted opportunities. 

In the White House, Gen. Rod Steiger takes a hawkish stance a la ''Dr. Strangelove,'' which is echoed with remarkably little wit. As another general, Paul Winfield fares no better in evoking Colin Powell. Martin Short and Pierce Brosnan fill out the President's staff, although Mr. Brosnan's real mission here is to be decapitated by Martian mad scientists aboard a tinny flying saucer. After this, he falls in love with Sarah Jessica Parker, as a television reporter whose head has been grafted onto a Chihuaha. 

''Oh, Natalie, if I could only hold you in my arms!'' cries Mr. Brosnan, though he doesn't have a body. The severed heads kiss. Then the spaceship crashes and they all die. Shall we laugh? Wince? Cry? Mr. Burton doesn't care to make this simple, or he would never have opened the film with a scene featuring a herd of burning cows. 

But it would have been nice to have some clue, since ''Mars Attacks!'' spends so much time gleefully killing off its cast. Michael J. Fox, who would have been welcome here longer, plays a television newsman who becomes nothing but a severed hand picked up by a dog. Other characters are zapped into glowing red or green skeletons. So ''Mars Attacks!'' joins ''The Cable Guy'' and ''The Nutty Professor'' as one more dark comedy that will lure children despite its dubious kiddie appeal. It's been a banner year for mean-spirited juvenilia, and ''Beavis and Butt-head Do America'' isn't even here yet. 

Although Mr. Burton's Martians seem to have nothing in mind beyond murderous mischief, they are of course the movie's main attraction. Visually, they're adorable: big-brained little stinkers with skeleton eyes, turkey wattles on their cheeks and a suspicious, indignant look. They quack when they talk and arrive in flying hubcaps, which are first seen rising from the red planet in a nifty opening credits sequence. And their leaders arrive grandly in capes just like Snow White's. Too bad ''Mars Attacks!'' leaves them all dressed up with nowhere to go. 

''Mars Attacks!'' is rated PG-13 (Parents strongly cautioned). It includes sexual suggestiveness and considerable jokey violence.

Movie Trivia 
  Warren Beatty was originally cast as the president.

  Features many actors cast in other Tim Burton films.

  Tim Burton has said many times that he was told repeatedly he could not kill off Jack Nicholson's character in a movie. This led to his decision to cast Nicholson in 2 roles, both of which are killed off. 
  The Martian Girl dress had no zipper or buttons (to make it as smooth as possible), so Lisa Marie had to be sewn into it every day.

  Martian Girl (Lisa Marie) never blinks.

  Director Trademark: [Tim Burton] [dogs] The First Family's dog is vaporized by the Martians.

  When people had their flesh vaporized from their bones, the remaining skeletons were either red or green. Tim Burton explained this had been done because the movie had been scheduled for a Christmas release.

  A real-life demolition in Las Vegas was filmed by Tim Burton, and incorporated into the movie. The casino was the Landmark, which was once owned by Howard Hughes. The location is now an expansion of the parking lot for the Las Vegas Convention Center.

  In a scene inside the UFO, the fat clown killed by the Penguin in Batman Returns (1992), an earlier film by Tim Burton, can be found inside one of the glass spheres.

  Jack Nicholson's tie disappears during his speech. This is a parody of a goof in A Few Good Men (1992) where he loses his tie in the final courtroom scene.

  The sound effect for the ray guns was taken from The War of the Worlds (1953).

  The scene where characters are wandering through a collection of old neon signs was filmed at the "bone yard" of the Young Electric Sign Company in Las Vegas. Older signs are brought there and stripped for parts. Many signs there are slated for restoration for an outdoor museum (The "bone yard" is closed to the public).

  The appearance of the aliens was inspired in an old trading card collection that Tim Burton had collected.

  Johnny Depp turned down the role of reporter Jason Stone.

  The little dog owned by TV hostess Nathalie Lake (the Martians later swap their heads) is actually owned by Lisa Marie, the actress playing the Martian Girl.

  The writers weren't sure what the Martians should sound like so the script read "ack, ack, ack, ack" for all of their lines of dialogue. This became the actual words spoken by the Martians in the film.

  Although supposedly taking place today, the US Army uniforms, tanks, jeeps, artillery, etc, all date from the 1950s.

  The Martians land in Pahrump, NV, home of talk show host Art Bell, known for his discussions of the weird and bizarre and all kinds of alien contact stories.

  The original screenplay for the film contained a number of scenes written but never used. These scenes actually made the film a lot longer and a whole lot more darker. Among the cut scenes were: A scene in the beginning with Mr. Lee. Originally, the burning cows trampled over Mr. Lee, killing him, as his family watches in horror. Another scene where the Martians break into the White House. The White House decorator is decorating the Regan Room, and the Martians break in through the window and vaporize him. An extended version of the Doughnut World scene. The Hispanic woman at the doughnut shop is trying to escape the building with Richie, and cops, when the Martians attack. Richie gets out, turns around and sees the building burst into flames. Then we see that she and the cops have indeed died when he sees their skeletons. The death scene of Dr. Zeigler, and the stealing of the translator device. An extended version of the casino break in, including The death of Mr. Brian , who is trying to save his money and gets zapped, as well as many other gamblers getting vaporized. An alternate ending where Byron actually IS killed by the Martians and the Martians drag his body away. Planes fly by later, and kill those Martians with the Slim Whitman music. Later, during the award ceremony, Byron is remembered by Taffy in a long and sweet speech. Louise, Cedric, and Neville are sitting in the audience of this ceremony, crying and wearing black.

Movie Goofs

· Continuity: In the initial attack, a media van is knocked over but is soon back on its wheels.

· Continuity: The position of the dog during the interview.

· Continuity: The General hands the president a clipboard which reverses itself when the president accepts it.

· Continuity: When the Martians land at the Capitol, the trees alternately have no leaves, then have many.

· Incorrectly regarded as goofs: The president's tie during his speech. (This is an in-joke reference to a similar continuity error in A Few Good Men (1992).)

· Revealing mistakes: A car rips the fake pedestrian crossing in Las Vegas.

· Continuity: At the Casino, Art Land puts the cigarette in his mouth and gets some poker chips for his wife. In the next shot he is talking to her and the cigarette is gone.

· Continuity: The distance between Tom Jones' backup singers changes between close and long shots.

· Continuity: During his speech to the Martian ambassador, the President's collar and tie jump from being unbuttoned and loose, to buttoned and tight and back again.

· Revealing mistakes: When grandma places the needle on the record, the needle automatically lifts off the record (some record players were temperamental like that) however the record still plays.

· Errors in geography: In one of the Kansas scenes, the camera pans across the farm and surrounding areas. The faint skyline of the University of Kansas (in Lawrence) can be seen, though the scene apparently takes place elsewhere.

· Continuity: When the general says that they have to attack with that nuclear blast shit, and shouts; "It already is war!" and the president responds; "Shut up, shut up, SHUT UP!" you can see the generals clipboard change place from under the generals arm and to the desk and back again.

· Errors made by characters (possibly deliberate errors by the filmmakers): At the end of the movie Granny and Richie are awarded congressional medals of honor. The CMH is only given to members of the armed forces - they should have been awarded the Presidential Medal of Freedom.

· Revealing mistakes: When part of the Martian Girl's mask is ripped, her teeth are revealed. Yet when she continues to chew her Nitrogen gum, the exposed Martian teeth do not move.

· Plot holes: The Martians in the film breathe nitrogen, and need masks to be on Earth. Earth's atmosphere is 78% nitrogen. There is one scene where a Martian walks around without a mask but needs chewing gum with nitrogen in it signifying that there isn't any to breathe, and discounting the possibility that oxygen is poisonous to them.

· Continuity: When the Martians come to her room, Grandma holding/not holding the headphones cord between shots.

· Factual errors: Martians are said to breathe nitrogen instead of oxygen, which is why they either wear helmets or chew "nitrogen gum". But Earth's atmosphere is 78% nitrogen, which would provide plenty to breathe.
