There have been articles lately asking why the United States is so hated in some parts of the world. As this week's Exhibit A from Hollywood, I offer "Zoolander," a comedy about a plot to assassinate the prime minister of Malaysia because of his opposition to child labor. You might want to read that sentence twice. The logic: Child labor is necessary to the economic health of the fashion industry, and so its opponents must be eliminated. Ben Stiller stars as Derek Zoolander, a moronic male model who is brainwashed to perform the murder.

Malaysia is a mostly Muslim country with a flag that looks a lot like ours: It has the red and white stripes of the American flag, and a blue field in the upper left corner, which instead of stars displays Islamic symbols, the star and crescent. Malaysia is home to the Petronas Towers of Kuala Lumpur, the world's tallest buildings. But you get the point. If the Malaysians made a comedy about the assassination of the president of the United States because of his opposition to slavery, it would seem approximately as funny to us as "Zoolander" would seem to them. I realize I am getting all serious on you. Obviously, in times like these, we need a little escapism. "Hagrid," the usually sane critic at Ain't It Cool News, went to see "Zoolander" feeling "a comedy is just what I needed, and, what I feel, everybody needs at this time." His verdict? "It's a perfect film to help people forget everything for a few hours, and it's gonna be huge." Well, you know, I wanted to forget, but the movie kept making me remember. I felt particularly uncomfortable during the scenes involving the prime minister, shown as an elderly Asian man who is brought to New York to attend a fashion show where he is targeted for assassination. I would give you his name, since he has a lot of screen time, but the movie's Website ignores him, and the entry on the Internet Movie database, which has room to list 26 actors, neglects to provide it. Those old Asian actors are just place-holders, I guess, and anyone could play the prime minister.

For that matter, any country could play Malaysia. In years past, movies invented fictional countries to make fun of. Groucho Marx once played Rufus T. Firefly, the dictator of Fredonia, and "The Mouse That Roared" was about the Duchy of Grand Fenwick. Didn't it strike anybody connected with this movie that it was in bad taste to name a real country with a real prime minister? A serious political drama would be one thing, but why take such an offensive shot in a silly comedy? To some degree, "Zoolander" is a victim of bad timing, although I suspect I would have found the assassination angle equally tasteless before Sept. 11. The movie is a satirical jab at the fashion industry, and there are points scored, and some good stuff involving Stiller and Owen Wilson, who play the world's two top male models--funny in itself. The best moments involve the extreme stupidity of the Stiller character. Shown a model of a literary center to be built in his honor, he sweeps it to the floor, exclaiming: "This is a center for ants! How can we teach children to read if they can't even fit inside the building?" Funny, yes, and I like the hand model whose hand is sealed inside a hyperbarbic chamber to protect it. I also admire the ruthlessness with which "Zoolander" points out that the fashion industry does indeed depend on child labor. The back-to-school clothes of American kids are largely made by Third World kids who don't go to school. In fact, the more you put yourself into the shoes (if he had any) of a Muslim 12-year-old in a sport-shirt factory, the more you might understand why he resents rich Americans, and might be offended by a movie about the assasination of his prime minister (if he had the money to go to a movie). Kids like that don't grow up to think of America as fondly as the people who designed his flag.

Responding quickly to the tragedy of Sept. 11, the makers of "Zoolander" did some last-minute editing. No, they didn't dub over the word "Malaysia" or edit around the assassination of the prime minister. What they did was digitally erase the World Trade Center from the New York skyline, so that audiences would not be reminded of the tragedy, as if we have forgotten. It's a good thing no scenes were shot in Kuala Lumpur, or they probably would have erased the Petronas Towers, to keep us from getting depressed or jealous or anything. 
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Movie Trivia 
· When Derek and Hansel disguise themselves and sneak into Maury's office, Hansel's jumpsuit has a nametag on which is printed the name "Kumar". This refers to Kumar Pallana, who has appeared in all of 'Anderson, Wes (I)' 's films (Bottle Rocket (1996), (Rushmore (1998)_ , and The Royal Tenenbaums (2001)).

· Images of the World Trade Center towers were removed before the movie's 28 September 2001 release. They were edited out in one shot and obscured in another.

· The non-graphic orgy sequence was originally longer, but shortened to obtain a PG-13.

· The film has been banned in Malaysia because of the use of fictional Malaysian Prime Minister as the subject of assassination.

· It has also been banned in Singapore.

· Some scenes, and interviews with the celebrities, of the VH1-Vogue Fashion Awards were taken at the event of the year 2000.

· Christine Taylor's character says she was overweight as a kid; something that her "Hey Dude" (1989) character Melody was as well.

· Ben Stiller had several family members in this film: His wife Christine Taylor (Matilda), Father Jerry Stiller (Maury Ballstein), Mother Anne Meara (protestor who hits Mugatu with an egg), sister Amy Stiller (one of Hansel's friends in his loft), and his brother-in-law Mitch Winston (Director of the Informertial).

· This movie marks the last on-screen appearance of renowned make-up artist Kevyn Aucoin.

· "The Mugatu" is a monster from an episode of the original "Star Trek" (1966) TV series. It looked like a white ape with a single horn on its forehead.

· Owen Wilson, who plays Hansel, wore a wig for the entire movie. He was filming Behind Enemy Lines (2001) at the same time, and had to keep his hair short for the role.

· Katinka Ingabogovinanana (Milla Jovovich)'s car is a US Spec Citroën SM

· The scene with Hansel and Zoolander and the iMac is an obvious reference to 2001: A Space Odyssey (1968), when the apes are mystified and confused by the giant monolith.

· The pre-show scene where Derek confronts Maury about his betrayal ("I know it was you, Maury. And it breaks my heart.") refers to a similar scene in The Godfather: Part II (1974) where Michael confronts Fredo at the New Year's party.

· Even though they can be requested, orange mocha frappuccinos aren't on the Starbucks menu and aren't orange.

· The yo-yo scenes as shown by Owen Wilson's character Hansel were performed by professional yo-yo performer and Duncan Yo-Yo Company employee Steve Brown.

· The part of Mugatu was originally written for Andy Dick, but Will Ferrell signed on when Dick couldn't do it due to commitments to "Go Fish" (2001).

· Derek Zoolander is shown on a billboard modeling for Feria. Milla Jovovich (who plays Katinka Ingabogovinanana) modeled for Feria at the time.

· Milla Jovovich based her performance on her own mother Galina Jovovich.

· Ben Stiller and Owen Wilson wrote David Bowie's scene as judge of the walk-off into the script without knowing for sure whether he would agree to it.

· While trying to be farcical, the film is actually quite accurate regarding the modeling industry. Even the quick scene of the two sets of bunk beds at Derek's apartment is factual; Cindy Crawford and Jules Asner shared a similar bunkroom during the early days of their modeling careers.

· In the movie, the main character, Zoolander, ends up on the cover of Time magazine. In If Lucy Fell (1996), Ben Stiller's character Bwick Elias, an eccentric painter, makes the cover of People magazine

· Ben Stiller wrote the part of Hansel specifically for Owen Wilson and said that no one else was even considered for the role.

· Owen Wilson says "Who you tryin to get crazy with ese? Don't you know I'm loco?" These are the opening lines to the Cypress Hill song "Insane in the Brain".

· When Derek first gets to Hansels pad and Hansel asks Ennui to get him some of the special tea, there is a picture in the background of Hansel holding two tyres - this is a copy of a famous Herb Ritts photo from 1984 - "Fred with tyres".

· Will Ferrel's own hair was bleached and styled for his Magatu-do. However, his dog did wear a wig.

· The voice heard saying "Ooo, Maury!" after Maury delivers the tushy squeeze is actually the voice of Christine Taylor (Matilda Jeffries).

· Trance artist Brian Transeau, professionally know as "BT" was originally scoring the film in collaboration with Ben Stiller, but was replaced with Composer David Arnold.

Movie Goofs

  Continuity: When Derek and his roommates are driving around drinking the Orange Mocha Frappucinos, the cups are unmarked, but the cup blown towards the camera by the explosion has a Starbuck's logo.

  Continuity: When Derek is forced to hide out at Hansel's place, Hansel's blue circular necklace jumps about between shots.

  Continuity: When Derek is giving his phone to Hansel, it jumps to Hansel's hand and back again in between shots.

  Errors made by characters (possibly deliberate errors by the filmmakers): Despite his claims, Derek *does* turn left at least once before the final confrontation with Mugatu. When he and Hansel are disguised to sneak into Maury's office, they enter the shot screen-right, and both turn left to be walking toward the camera.

  Audio/visual unsynchronized: When Hansel and Derek are in Maury's office trying to get the files in the computer, Derek says that they will be no better than the machine. When he says this, his mouth is closed.

  Audio/visual unsynchronized: At the VH1 Fashion Awards, when Derek is walking up to get 'his' award, Hansel says, "Huh?" but his mouth doesn't move.

  Continuity: The number of buttons on Derek's PJs that are not buttoned.
